Unfortunately, every year it becomes more difficult to do
our jobs. School funding has not kept up with legislative requirements and inflation.
Reporting requirements and paperwork have increased over ten-fold. As a result, a task
that could be completed by one or two people back in 1996, now takes many individuals
and many days. We know that everyone has been hit hard by inflation and rising costs.
In spite of these increased costs, Tom and | know how hard the employees work. Last
year we wanted to honor the efforts of our employees by giving a raise. We expected
that the Arizona Department of Education would honor their promise to increase schoo!
funding. Unfortunately, this did not happen!

I do not know if you are aware that neither the Prescott Valley School nor the
Sunnyslope campus will ever be owned by Tom and Cindy Franklin. Currently the
mortgage for the non-profit corporation for the Prescott School is held by a group of
bond investors and is scheduled to be paid off in about 22 years. However, if the bond
investors feel that we are not bringing in enough revenue they have the right to ask that
the 6 million dollar mortgage be paid immediately. This would affect both campuses of
Franklin School.One perfect opportunity for us to increase funding is to actively solicit
the tax credit donation program. If all of our families contributed, they would not only
save on taxes, but they would also help our school. Please use the enclosed tax credit
brochure to tell others about our school.

My hope is that the school will continue to be successful and continue for the next 22
years and beyond. However, right now we need your assistance. Please talk to your
accountant and see if you can help us. Because we are a nonprofit, credits can be
applied to both state and federali taxes.
